Laredo Petroleum, Inc. (the "Company") held its 2017 Annual Meeting of Stockholders (the "Annual Meeting") on May 10, 2017. At the Annual
Meeting, the Company's stockholders were requested to: (1) elect Randy A. Foutch, Peter R. Kagan and Edmund P. Segner, III (the "Class I directors") to
serve on the Company's Board of Directors (the "Board") for terms of office expiring at the Company's 2020 Annual Meeting of Stockholders and thereafter
until his successor is elected and qualified or his earlier resignation or removal, and elect Dr. Myles W. Scoggins (the "Class II director") to serve on the
Board for a term of office expiring at the Company's 2018 Annual Meeting of Stockholders and thereafter until his successor is elected and qualified or his
earlier resignation or removal; (2) ratify the selection of Grant Thornton LLP as the Company's independent registered public accounting firm for the year
ending December 31, 2017; and (3) approve an advisory (non-binding) resolution regarding the compensation of the Company's named executive officers. As
of March 13, 2017, the record date for the Annual Meeting, there were 242,584,430 shares of common stock outstanding and entitled to vote at the Annual
Meeting and a total of 225,864,721 (approximately 93.10%) were represented in person or by proxy at the Annual Meeting, constituting a quorum. The
following are the final voting results on proposals considered and voted upon at the Annual Meeting, each of which is more fully described in the Company's
proxy statement filed on March 21, 2017:
